Background

One of the key objectives of Ballarat District Golf Incorporated (BDGI) is to grow junior participation.
With this in mind, in 2018 BDGI in conjunction with Golf Victoria and other key partners established a
MyGolf Junior League.

BDGI recognises that boys and girls who participate in introductory golf programs often do not
transition into junior club membership, maintain a junior club membership and/or progress along Golf
Victoria’s junior participation pathway.

Participants

The MyGolf Junior League is aimed at boys and girls predominantly aged 9 and above who:

e Have been introduced to golf through Golf Victoria school-based programs and/or the MyGolf
program
and/or

e Are ajunior member at a BDGI affiliated club

Outline

Conducted in conjunction with the BDGI Junior Pennant season, the MyGolf Junior League provides

players with:

e The opportunity to play in a modified competition with other players of a similar age and skill level

e The opportunity to play at a number of BDGI affiliated clubs

e An insight into the other participation programs offered by BDGI, BDGI affiliated clubs and Golf
Victoria

Competition Format

e The MyGolf Junior League is a team based competition

e Matches will be played on Sunday mornings over a five week period at BDGI affiliated clubs — See
the Competition Dates for more details

e Each team will have a minimum of six players — Each player is required to submit an entry form and
will be placed in a team prior to the first round of matches

Match Day Format

e Matches will be played over nine holes on a shortened course — Par 3 holes: Approximately 100m,
Par 4 holes: Approximately 150m, Par 5 holes: Approximately 220m

e Players will play in pairs — Two-Ball Ambrose Match Play format

e Pairs receive one point for winning a hole and half a point for a halved hole

o All points will be tallied to give an overall team score

e Four points will be awarded to the winning team or two points to each team if the match is tied
